Dear Parents/Carers,

The 30 minutes has been built in to support pupils’ attendance and
collection.

Last term over 60 families signed up for our walking bus, however only an average of 10 families
participated. We are going to trial the working bus again. Staff collect your children from a designated
point and walk them to school. This will be offered to children in Reception, Year 1, Year 2, Year 3,
Year 4, Year 5, Year 6 (a letter will follow).
